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Exploring the Functions and Operations of
Instruments and Music in the Feudal System
Through Reading the Rites of Zhou — “Offices of

Summer” (Xiaguan)

Abstract

The Rites of Zhou is an instrumental work for studying the Zhou Dynasty’s cultural structure and
an essential literature for understanding how the feudal society functioned during the Zhou Dynasty
in ancient China. This work also includes illustrations about different types of musical activities and
performances at that time. The Rites of Zhou was discovered during the Han Dynasty, and music
researchers since then have been using this text and others to comprehend the music of the Zhou
Dynasty. However, few scholars have looked at the meaning of music from that era from a cultural
perspective, or deeply developed the cultural significance behind music by discussing issues such as
the roles and symbols of instruments or the functions and actions of music. Apart from gaining the
appreciation of musical elements, the focus of the studies of The Rites of Zhou should include the
political system, social norms and working guidelines for the officials of that time. Only by taking
such a comprehensive point of view will allow the grasping of the role and purpose of music of that
time through literature. This essay focus on the chapter regarding the army entitled “The Offices of
Summer.” By using the methods mentioned above, the author discusses the methodologies, guidelines
and meanings of music when performed by members of the army. This research also carries out
analyses on the purpose of instruments, the functions of music, and the hierarchy of musical forms
for the “Offices of Summer.” By basing the study on musicology, historiography, Confucianism, and
archacomusicology, the author examines how instruments, music and musical personnel operated in
a feudal society and attempts to explain the cultural spirit and significance behind the Zhou Dynasty’s

establishment of the Li-Yue System (Systems of Rites and Music).

Cultural Inheritance and Symbol Changes on
Pieces of 12 Wenban

Abstract

Notation is closely related to methods and contents of inheritance. Once the system of notation
is changed, it may have influences on the musical and teaching content of a specific genre. The pipa
score entitled Wenban Shi-Er Qu was compiled by Yin-Liu Yang and An-He Cao. It was published
by the Ministry of Education in 1942 and is unique as the first score which simultaneously presented
a traditional pipa score using two different notations. The Wenban Shi-Er Qu score also simplified
traditional performing symbols which were originally were reductions of Chinese characters, thus
inspiring the idea of modernization and standardization of pipa performing symbols. This paper aims
to analyze the content and traits of the Wenban Shi-Er Qu score making observations regarding the
simplification and evolution of pipa symbols and discussing the influences on cultural continuity

which were results from changes of notation.

Abstract

Toéru Takemitsu (1930-1996) was a famous Japanese composer for both classical and film music.
He applied his practices for combining elements of Far Eastern instruments, such as Biwa and the
Japanese flute shakuhachi in his early films. He also used prepared piano and “Concrete Music”
continuing until later on successfully creating a sound unique to his own film music.

This article describes Toru Takemitsu’s music activities around the 1960s and about the great
cooperation he held with film director, Masaki Kobayashi (1916 —1996). Examples used are Harakiri
(1963) and Kwaidan (1965) which brought both men success after the two films were awarded Spécial
Prix du Jury from The Cannes Festival as well as winning many other important film awards. Through
a detailed analysis of soundtracks from the DVD version of these two films, the composer reinforced
imagery with sounds of striking a Sanukaito stone, ice breaking, or wind blowing through bamboo
etc., and was able to present his own personal aesthetical view through these films. He was not just
using sounds but actively developed them creating contrasts of sound with silence and tradition with

innovation. His film music is often regarded among the most influential of the 20" century.

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Celebrating New Year: Traditional Practices and
Seasonal Music

Abstract

This study attempts to portray the tradition related with the Ethiopian New Year, anqut’at’as [67
®MMG], by giving particular attention to the Amhara community of central and northern Ethiopia. In
the first part of the article the term anqut’at’as will be discussed from etymological, religious, social,
cultural, ritualistic, gender-related and musical viewpoints. The traditional song entitled abdbaye hoy
[A00% e = ‘My Flower’] has been selected for an in-depth analysis. Abdbaye hoy is a well-known
girls’ song, which is inseparably associated with the Amhara New Year ceremonies. For angut at’as,
girls assemble themselves in groups and go from door to door to perform abdbaye hoy. The musical
and lyrical features of this song will be deliberated in the analytic section. The paper will finally be
wrapped up with a conclusion comprising the main subject matters. Participatory observations and
self-reflections constitute the basis of the examination. As a member of the Amhara community, 1
grew up sharing its social, cultural and religious values as well as the mentality so that my inquiry
is based on my personal viewpoint. My arguments furthermore focus on sound recordings collected
during fieldworks conducted between the years 2005 and 2016. The materials not only take account
of the abdbaye hoy song sung by young girls but also as solo renditions. The interviews I was able
to conduct with friends, acquaintances, family members, relatives and in particular with community
elders and priests of the Ethiopian Orthodox Tawahodo Church, have immensely shaped this study.
Apart from recorded interviews unrecorded conversations/communications carried out in Addis
Ababa, Méqdlle, Gondér and Berlin at different times have served as supplementary information as
well. The music notations which are represented in figures 11 — 16 attempt to give an insight into the

abdbaye hoy song and its social, cultural and religious meaning.

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Introduction

In Ethiopia, holidays feature a variety of social, cultural, traditional, historical, patriotic,
symbolic, artistic and ritualistic activities and events of various dimensions. Fasika [4(Lh Ethiopian
Easter], the Adwa Victory Day [PA&?P £A N%4\], The Prophet’s Birthday, gdnna [19 Ethiopian
Christmas], ayyaana ireecha [h£S h.6F] thanksgiving festival of the Oromo peoples, the three days
lasting tamqdit [T9°+ ] holiday (Ethiopian Epiphany) and the week-long celebration of the asdinda
feast' of the Togray and Amhara peoples (commemorating the Holy Virgin Mary), Eid al-Adha’,
Mawlud and (the Prophet’s Birthday) are among the few during which not only customs and traditions
are practiced, but during which music is performed. Many of them are centuries old and religious
in their nature and origin which may or may not be accompanied and/or complemented by secular
happenings. Public holidays are mostly expressed through music, i.e. through singing and dancing
in solo or in groups. The celebrations may have a private or communal character, whereby the latter
is often the case (Wolde-Georgis 2004: 85). As stated at the outset, this study focusses on the New
Year’s feast observed among the Amhara’.

Anqut at’'as’ marks the advent of the most beautiful period of the year beginning after the end of
the rainy season between June and August. Mountains, fields and meadows are covered with yellow
daisies called addy abdba (coreopsis negriana; figure 1). Based on the local Ethiopian calendar, this

holiday falls on 11™ September (in leap years 12" September), Mdiskdrdm’.

The Amhara are statistically one of the dominant ethnic communities of Ethiopia. The central highland plateau, also
called the Amara plateau, encompasses the former provinces of Siwa, Gogam, Gondir and Willo. However, this old
system of provinces has been replaced by regional states since decades. Accordingly, the four abovementioned former
provinces today are classified to the Oromiya and Amara ADMINISTRATIVE STATES.

The Ethiopian calendar is related with the Coptic calendar. Between the Ethiopian and the Gregorian calendars there is
a difference of 7 - 8 years’ gap. The Ethiopic calendar is composed of 12 months, with each month comprising 30 days.
Besides the 12 equal months: Méskérdm, T’ aqomt, Hodar, Tahsas, T or, Yékatit, Magabit, Miyazia, Gonbot, Sédne, Hamle
and Nihase [PON4IP: PPIVFT 18CE JUPiA~T TCE Pkt avp(Lhe 9LPULT 120V (27 h9PAF and TUAE], which altogether
make 360 days, the remaining 5 or 6 days (leap years) are considered as the “13th month”, Pagume [417%] (Getahun
2014: 150; Wainwright / Westerfield Tucker 2006: 145). Accordingly, Ethiopia is known as the land of the ‘13 Months
of Sunshine’ a motto often applied to advertise its tourism industry.

The core point of the examination is the comprehensive enquiry of the traditional girl’s song
abdbaye hoy, a functional song linked with angut’at’as. Accordingly, girls assemble themselves in
groups to perform abédbaye hoy. The members often belong to the same neighborhood. Hence, in
almost every neighborhood, vicinity or village similar groups are formed.

Significant research questions are: What is the meaning of anqut’at’as (etymologically)? What
are the historical, social and cultural contexts? How do the Amhara celebrate this holiday? How
are girls groups formed and why do they consist of girls only? Are the performers professionals or
amateurs? Which social strata do they represent? Are their individual and collective roles ? How do
they perform the song?

Etymologically the word angut at’as seems to be closely linked with the history of the Queen of
Sheba, who is believed to have ruled both Ethiopia and Yemen more than 3000 years ago. As stated
by the legend she visited King Solomon’s court in Israel (figure 2) bringing him valuable gifts such
as talents of gold, spices and precious stones (1 Kings 10:10). Recognizing the intelligence of King
Solomon, Queen Sheba asked him many questions, which he accordingly replied. Solomon also
showed the Ethiopian queen every corner of his palace including his entire collection of valuable
stones. Finally, he gave her a precious stone [angu = 07®] that changed its colours in the dark. The
king said anqu lit’atisa giit’ yahunala$s [07% ANMEA 1T SUTAN], meaning ‘May this precious gem
decorate your finger’.

When the queen came back home, which is believed to be in the first month of the Ethiopian
calendar (Mdskdrdm) that is termed as the most beautiful and unique month of the year), she was

warmly welcomed by high ranking officials and young girls who are believed to have presented her

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flower bouquets and sang songs that narrated her tedious
journey to Israel. In their lyric they mentioned words such
anqu ldtatas and anqu ldtatas. ‘Anqu lit'at’as’ [07% AMANT)
and anqu litatas [07% AMFA] mean ‘jewels to cover your
expenses’ and ‘jewels for your finger’. In both cases, the
benefactor is King Solomon. Scholars assume that the words
anqu ldtatas originates from the ancient Go sz language.
The Ambharic word ¢’at’a [MM] originates from the Ga 2z
word ts°ats’a [1696] meaning mdba’s [a°00] = offering’,
gabar [1M0C] = ‘tribute’, fdqad [4.9£] = ‘permission’ and
‘gift/present’ [1% 0&hF]. Later on the word anqut’at’as was
formed out of the words anqu ldtatas after omitting the
prefix /i from the second word (Tadesse 2014; Mengistu
2016").

The Ethiopian Orthodox Tdwahado Church doubts the derivation of the abovementioned words
onqu ldt’atas, anqu ldt’at’as or anqut’at’as [07% AMFAT 07 ANMMA and A7RMNT] from the Ge'ez
language, arguing that this language did not exist during the lifetimes of the Queen of Sheba and King
Solomon’. The Church relates the flower bouquets of young girls with Noah’s biblical flood story
narrating that he “waited seven more days and again sent out the dove from the ark. When the dove
returned to him in the evening, there in its beak was a freshly plucked olive leaf! Then Noah knew that
the water had receded from the earth. He waited seven more days and sent the dove out again, but this
time it did not return to him” (Genesis 8: 11-12'"). Subsequently, the tradition of presenting flower
bouquets, bunches of wet grass or olive leaves on the anqut ‘at’as holiday by young girls is figurative
for Noah’s flood narration and his gratefulness after God rescued him (Getahun & Kassu 2014: 152;
Mengistu 2015; Ofcansky and Shinn 2004: 208-9; Gebremeskel 2016'").

The anqut’at’as holiday furthermore commemorates the beheading of St. John the Baptist in

prison. Based on the assumption of Getahun and Kassu (2014: 151) “..... St. John is regarded as

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a transitional prophet between the Old and the New Testaments (according to the tradition of the
Ethiopian Orthodox Tdawahado Church) ....hence, his [St. John 5] death marks the beginning of a new
era....the first day of the first month is named after St. John, Qadus Yohannas [$% 1],

Note must be made that besides secular and seasonal songs that rejoice the advent of the
New Year, liturgical services also take place on the eve of anqut’at’as in the Orthodox Tdwahoado
Churches, in particular in those churches dedicated to St. John, Qadus Yohannas. The liturgical
services are attended by huge numbers of congregants and celebrants.

Some new developments have been observed in the abdbaye hoy song since recent years. This
refers to the substitution of the original lyric by a new one that contains sacred messages, while the
melody, rthythm, style and function of the song and the performance scene have remained unchanged.
These sacred lyrical contents of the abdbaye hoy song will be included in the discussion (analysis

section).

HAnqut’at’as: Social and Cultural Perspective

Public holidays in Ethiopia are special moments for families and friends to spend quality time
and reaffirm their love and gratitude for one another. The same applies for the angut’at’as holiday, a
time where people make plans, find hopes, seek for new directions of life and make commitments for
the upcoming year.

Young and old, male and female are dressed in their best (traditional) attires on angut’at’as day.
Women traditionally wear white and light cotton dresses and a matching toga called ndtdila or Sdmma
['mA or 1“7]. The dresses and toga are decoratively embroidered with different motifs at their edges.
Men wear white pants, called Tdféiri gad [té.6 #& Tifiiri style], with matching light ndtdla or Simma
on their tops. Women often let their hair braid in different styles, while men commonly wear an Afro
hairstyle (Worke 2016").

Important is also the tradition of animal sacrifice, a century old ritual practiced nearly among all
religious and cultural groups of Ethiopia. Animal sacrifice belongs to the customary rituals that are
predominantly observed on major private and public events and holidays (see also Carol 2012: 55).
Depending on the economic status, every household purchases one or more animals, e.g. sheep and
hen for home slaughtering. Nevertheless, based on the economic and demographic changes in the past
two decades, the home slaughtering is gradually diminishing specifically in large cities like Addis

Ababa, where people’s lifestyles and consciousness is in rapid change. One reasons of change is the

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construction boom of housing projects witnessed in recent years in Addis Ababa that has triggered
changes in the daily life of the residents. Accordingly, Henok Reta (2014) describes: “... Condominium
housing in this regard has introduced a variety of new lifestyles that appear to be contrary to the
longstanding traditional practices..... Slaughtering animals is one such practice. In fact, the specific
lifestyles at such communal residential areas have strict norms and regulations that discourage home
slaughtering. And thanks to neighborhood committee members who are vigilant about violations of
communal residential codes, now it is becoming very difficult to carry on the old tradition of in-house
slaughters....""*.

On the anqut’at’as eve, special traditional cuisine' and beverages'® are prepared. Families,
neighbors, relatives and friends come together to dine, drink and to spend quality time. Dining from
one and the same plate (mdsob) is among the distinct customs the Amhara and numerous other

Ethiopian communities are well-known for (figure 3).

Traditional coffee ceremony is an integral component of the cultural life of the Amhara.
Particularly on holidays, people decorate their homes with fresh yellow daisies addy abdba and
getima, [A£% AN and #m“1] bunch of long fresh scented grass (figures 4-5). This is also important
for the coffee ceremony. Drinking coffee is a socializing ritual during which families, neighbors and

friends take part, sitting together around the young girl or the woman (female only) who is preparing
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it in several rounds. Coffee ceremonies are pleasurable moments during which people chat, exchange
information, laugh, gossip about various subject matters and enjoy their togetherness. The process of
the coffee preparation starts with roasting coffee beans, then grounding and brewing the fresh powder
in the traditional clay pot, gibdna [205]. Three brewing rounds are common during a traditional
coffee ceremony. The first round is abol, the second ¢’ona and the last bérdka [A0N: MG and 0Zh].
Throughout the ceremony aromatic incense is burned. The incense burning tradition is generally
believed to get rid of evil spirits and to protect the ceremony from negative energy.

A complete coffee ceremony takes an average of 1 to 2 hours. The first or abol round is of the
best quality because the coffee is strong, while the following two rounds are brewed by refilling
the gdbdna with water. In rare cases, grounded coffee may be inserted in the boiling liquid of the
gdbdna. After that guests are offered the #’ona round following a similar procedure for the last round.
Participants usually drink one small cup in each round. After completing the bdrdka, the person, who
took care of the coffee ceremony, is blessed by the participants of the ceremony.

Another anqut’at’as -related incident is the setting of bonfire in front of the house on the eve of
the holiday. In many parts of the Amhara, the ceremony is carried out after sunset. For the occasion
torches called ¢abbo [T0], made of dry tree branches and tied together, are organized. Cabbos are
either made by male members of a family or they may be purchased on local markets. During the
bonfire, elders give their blessing to the family members, wishing them all a prosperous year to
come. They pray for a successful harvest and good crops, for peace and harmony, for the wealth of
their cattle, the health of their families, neighbours, friends, and relatives to be blessed in the year
to come'”. During the ceremony both young and old sing and dance around the fire place. One of
the seasonal songs is ayoha abdbaye [h®Y h00%] meaning ‘Welcome my Flower’, a song performed
for several weeks starting from the New Year up to the mdsqdl holiday'® [@°0$d\] celebrated on 27th

September. A short example of ayoha abdbaye lyric is given as follows:

William Crump (2008: 73), for instance,
remarks the following about New Year’s customs in general: With the coming of each New Year or cycle of seasons,
civilizations over the millennia and throughout the world have conducted rites to expel unpleasant, bane, and otherwise
evil forces from entering and contaminating that which begins anew. The means to achieve this form of purification
have included fashioning effigies and dummies as symbols of the old year or death itself and then burying, drowning,
or burning them, visually portraying the myths of the death and resurrection of certain gods and goddesses at the new
year; conducting rituals to expel specific evil spirits; transferring evil to a scapegoat; and engaging in mock battles to
portray good as victorious over evil or the life of summer conquering the death of winter. While some of these rituals
still remain in force in certain portions of the world today, they exist more as tradition than superstition.

Singing Girls, their Role and Socio-Cultural Understanding

As described at the outset of this report, questions related to the girls singing abdbaye hoy in
commemoration of anqut’at’as, will be deliberated in this section. These questions, among others,
refer to the formation of girl’s groups, the participants’ social background and their performing skill.

It is common that on the angut’at’as holiday, girls, often residing in the same neighbourhood,
assemble themselves around the early morning. The members may also be siblings sharing the same
household or close friends visiting the same school. A group may consist of 4 and more participants
depending on the availability of the partakers’ ca. 10-16 years (figures 6)”. The formation of a
singing group neither requires any specific criteria nor a formal training, but it is based on voluntary
will - with a prime goal of singing and receiving monetary reward in return. The reason why it is only
girls who traditionally perform abdbaye hoy could be related with the legendary story of the Queen of
Sheba who was welcomed by young girls with flower bouquets who performed songs for her narrating
her journey to Israel.

Before the girls start moving from house to house, they get properly dressed in their new or
best outfits. Mention must be made that those singing abdbaye hoy generally belong to the low social
strata. Girls from middle class or well-to-do families are frequently prohibited from having fun
with their peers. The reason lies in the misperception of parents who most probably prohibit their
daughters to go from door to door singing and expecting rewards in cash or in kind considering the
act as “begging” and “bothering” people. These parents have a strong feeling of inconvenience and
are afraid to lose their "good" status in their communities. Other parents may be worried about their
children staying out of their home for several hours hanging out with fellow girls of diverse social and

behavioural backgrounds®'.

Contrary to the singing girls’ on anqut’at’as day, boy's activities (mainly in urban areas) is
habitually limited to painting colorful flowers, doves, angels and holy saints as well as anything
resembling love and peace on several sheets of paper. Like the singing girls, the boys mostly belong
to the lower social strata. So, on New Year’s Day boys go from door to door and distribute their
painting. Therefore, starting some days prior to the main holiday, they paint as many sheets of paper
as possible in order to distribute these to as many families as possible (figure 7-8). In return they
receive monetary rewards, loafs of “homemade bread (dafo dabbo; figures 9), sometimes clothing or
(they) simply will be promised some kind of gift. While the gift of money and clothing is common in
urban areas, gifts of a goat, a sheep, or a calf are common in rural areas” (Getahun & Kassu 2014:

151). The same is applied to singing girl’s groups (Kebede 1971: 72)%.

practice related with abdbaye hoy singing, they never permitted us children to leave the house and sing around the
neighbourhood with a pretext of the abovementioned reason. This decision, of course, saddened us every year, since
our mere desire was nothing but leave home and enjoy the company of other girls’ groups and share fun. Thus, we used
to be filled with excitement whenever such groups came to our home and sing abdbaye hoy or whenever we listened
to this particular song echoing through the locality the whole day. We had no choice other than visualizing the fun and
the “freedom” the girls could probably have, we always wished we would be out there (Personal communications with
Martha Teffera, Berlin 16th June 2016 and Helina Teffera, telephone conversation 18.12.2015, 25" June 2016)

Music and Lyric Analysis: Abibaye Hoy

This section deliberates the musical features of the abdbaye hoy song. At the outset however, it
is important to note about the existence of a variety of Amharic songs narrating anqut’at’as that are
generically named as yd awd amdit zdfinoc, holiday songs. There are both solo and group renditions
with lyrics involving both sacred and secular messages. The former describes the bright season and
the stunning landscapes, holiday activities, celebration, family reunions, best wishes and blessings
for the coming year. Sacred lyrics, on the other hand, perceptibly recount the religious connotation
of anqut’at’as and blessings of the Almighty God. The songs may be accompanied by traditional or
Western instruments in solo or ensemble/band. New Year’s songs of various types are mostly released
few days prior to anqut at’as.

The repertoire of New Year’s songs also includes new arranged versions of already existing
folk and/or traditional tunes. In urban centres and big cities, where music business exists, various
anqut’at’as$ tunes are released in music albums (along with other songs) or as a single. Furthermore,

new songs are recorded in radio or TV studios and broadcasted (mostly in state owned companies)
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or they are released by a music shop, nationally and internationally (in Ethiopian Diasporas), and
offered on the market. Both male and female vocalists perform New Year’s songs in solo or in groups
(often in the traditional call-response style). Music videos of angut’at’as tunes represent the current
trend of the Ethiopian music broadcasting. Their footages depict various scenes directly related with
the holiday celebrations™, i.e. socio-cultural and traditional activities, get together, joyful moments,
singing and dancing, drinking coffee enjoying an elaborated ceremony, preparation of traditional food
and drink, traditional markets etc. The music clips furthermore feature scenes related to country love
and patriotism, and homesickness. This is mostly related with exiled Ethiopians who may suffer under
such feeling whenever holidays approach for not being part of the activities taking pace back home
(Teffera 2006: 109).

In the orally transmitted Amhara tradition, learning and adapting music obviously begins in early
childhood. One of the accesses is the direct participation in the everyday life of the community in
which music making is one of the major means of expressing tradition and culture (see also Blacking
1967: 17, 29, 191).

Abdbaye Hoy: Like many Ambharic songs, the abdbaye hoye tune is arranged in call-response-
pattern performed between the song leader (awrag) and the chorus group (tdgdbayoc). In so doing,

one of the girls overtakes the role of the awrag and the rest of the group sings the parts of the

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tdqdbayoc. There is no pre-selection as to who is going to be the awrag, since there are no specific
criteria for a good or a bad vocalist (at least in this relation). Everyone who feels capable of overtaking
the awrag s role starts singing and the fdgdbayo¢ immediately join in. After a while the awrag may
accordingly be replaced by the next without creating any interruption of the song performance.
Abdbaye hoy is usually accompanied by a kdbdro drum played by a voluntary girl, whereas all other
members of the group clap their hands rhythmically.

Abdbaye hoy entails several song sections with each section possessing self-contained narrative
poems that tell a story or communicate a certain matter. The narratives have a starting and middle
part in which the story is further developed towards an end or a conclusion. The melody of each
song section varies, whereas the rhythm, that is governed by a triple meter (3/8) and syncopations,
e.g. vocal melodies of figure 11 and 13, remains constant throughout the song. Metronome pulses
are indicated at the beginning of each staff notation. The drum beat included in the last line of figure
11 demonstrates syncopated beat made up of a 32™ and 16" dotted followed by an 8" note with the
stressed beat being a quarter note at the beginning of each bar. The hand clapping is expressed by an

8™ note that falls with the stressed beat together with that of the drum beat.

In figure 11, the staff notation with the awrag and tdqdbayoc parts as well as the drum pattern,
and hand claps™ are presented.

In terms of the awrag-tdgdbayoc structure, every song section has its own distinctive feature.
Five tones with distinct intervals play a central role in the melody structure. The set of notes (occurring
within an octave range) called gariat is governed by characteristic interval patterns. The word ganat (pl.
of gaiiat6¢) stems from the verb mdgaridt = ‘to tune’.

As in the case of many Ethiopian music cultures, Western tempered pitch and tonality is not used
or expected in traditional Amhara music. Pitch deviation or pitch instability are tolerated to a certain
degree that still allows both a gariat tone set and the musical piece applying this set to identify it as

such (Kebede 1971: 234)%.

and their variations: a', b' or ¢'...etc. The call and response parts of the awrag and the tigibayoc are
indicated as A or T (see column 2). The individual song parts are described as follows:

Song Part 1: In this section the girls approach a house singing the verse line ‘We are coming
cheerfully to visit you’. The first two lines are repeated over and over again in exchange between
awrag and tdgdbayoc until the group arrives at the gate of the selected house. After a while the
group is welcomed by the host family to enter the gate. The girls perform the song with increasing
enthusiasm, while the host family (= the audience) enjoys them. With verse lines III and V ~A7797
ate N7 ‘Hoping the lady of the house is around’ or K00 Ate \\? ‘Hoping the master of the house is
around’, the girls express their respect to the family without whose presence it would be meaningless
to perform the song, because the chance of being finally rewarded is almost none (see table 1 and
figure 11).

Song Part 2: This song part is slightly faster than the preceding one. A complete verse line of the
awrag contains 12 syllables. These 12 syllables are melodically divided into two short phrases that
represent quasi ‘opening’ and ‘closing’ characters (table 2a-b). As shown in table 2c, these phrases
are designated as melody lines (ml) 3 and 3' and end with the tones d” and ¢ successively. Contrary to
these lines, the tigibayoc’s response line contains the single word ldmlim given in melody line 4°*.
This line remains unchanged as table 2c demonstrates (see also figure 12).

Abdbaye hoy means “My flower”. Getahun and Kassu (2014: 153) understand these two words

as a question, for example: “Have you seen flower/s?” or “Have you seen any flowers on the meadow

homogeneity cannot be expected. Consequently, we may assume that different Amhara localities may have small or

The tdgdbayoc reply the call line of the awrag with the word ‘ldmldm’ meaning “blooming,
blossoming, green” (ibid) [in this study, the word lush has been applied]. In other words, it makes
sense to imagine this word as “....ves, we have seen flowers all over the fields. they are blooming and

blossoming’.
Melody lines 3-4-3'-4 in table 2¢ are repeated in the same manner but with new text. The

narrative message of the text is melancholic (see tables 2d and 2e).

Figure 12 presents the melody lines in staff notation (compare with table 2c). The first short
melody motif of the awrag ends on tone d” (the second tone of the ganar), while and the second motif
ends on the basic tone ¢’. The response line remains unchanged.

Song Part 3: The awrag starts to sing a full verse line (see table 3) that is repeated by the
tdgdbayoc. Then the awrag proceeds to verse line II which is again repeated by the tdgdbayoc. In the
melody of figure 13, four tones of the ganat are used with pitch ¢’ serving as a central tone occurring
frequently. Slight melody variation is applied by the awrag, which however does not influence the
structure and the frame of the melody line shown in figure 13.

Song Part 4 is made up of in call-response style. The call line ‘1’ of the awrag is followed
by response line €2° of the tdgibayoc. While melody line 1 ends on tone A, melody line 1' uses
the closing cadence hence, ending on tone ¢'. The response part remains the same until the end of
the stanza. This is followed by the last lines VII - X in which the text A%! At A010% (previously the
tdqdbayoc’s line; see verse lines II, IV and VI) appears, divided into two short phrases. Thus, the
awrag sings the word A%! ‘Oh’ that is responded with the words &t ANA% ‘My dear sister’ (see the
bold highlighted melody lines 3-2'-3'-2" in table 4. The staff notation in figure 14 represents table 4.

Song Part S: This song part is also arranged in a call and response pattern, but differently than
the previous one. The first three lines consist of short phrases. The awrag begins and the tdgdbayoc
follow and after that the awrag sings the remaining text part and closes the melody line. This pattern
is arranged in cyclic form with exchanged roles of both parts (see table 5 and figure 15).

Song Part 6: Unlike the foregoing song sections, song part 6 is performed in unison. The four
melody lines a — a — a — b are repeated several times (see table 6 and figure 16). This song part is used
when the host family offers presents, e.g. food/drinks, clothes and money (see also Kebede 1971: 89)
to the singing group as a gesture of thank you. Consequently, through the lyrics they express their
gratitude for the hospitality they encountered. In the lyric, they wish the family honour (and wealth),
love and prosperity for the imminent year.

After having performed the song and left the respective house, the girl’s move to the next house
to sing abdbaye hoy once again. After several hours of singing, enjoying and going around their

vicinity, the girls may be exhausted and go home. But before they separate, they share the presents
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gathered so far as evenly as possible among them (Mulugeta 2015/2016).

Supplementary Discussion on the Abdbaye Hoy Lyric

Due to lack of written sources it is unknown when and under which socio-cultural incidents
the abdbaye hoy song and its lyric were created. One of my informants, the 70 years old woman,
Alemtsehay Worke (2016) told me that she remembers the so far discussed lyric of the abébaye hoy
song since her childhood. Furthermore, during our personal communication, priest Gebremeskel (2016)
suggested that this song and its lyric must be at least as old as the Christian Orthodox religion that has
been practiced in Ethiopia since the 4" century A.D.

In this part, I would like to give selected verse lines of the abdbaye hoy song’s lyric special
attention. It particularly refers to contents narrating the sorrow and sadness of a girl suffering
emotional and physical abuse.

Based on his African music study, Kwabena Nketia (1974: 204) argues that songs “serve as
depositories of information” on societies reflecting “...their way of life, as records of their histories,
beliefs, and values”. Nketia adds that certain topics that are difficult to express in speech may at times
be properly reflected in songs. Could this perhaps be the case in the abdbaye hoy tune? Merriam
(1964: 207) points out that “...song texts are a reflection of the culture of which they are part ...... they
are essentially post facto; that is, they tend to arise out of situations which already exist”. Even
though the gloomy message of abdbaye hoy, of course, happens in any human society. The question
is however, whether the song was intentionally created to serve as a functional song to reflect the
anqut’at’as holiday that is, in fact, a joyful occasion, not a sorrowful. Nevertheless, one may imagine
how young girls would enjoy participating in a singing group moving from door to door performing
music. Most of all however, would enjoy the quality time they spend together the entire day.

No doubt that many Ethiopians (me included) have a pleasant memory of the abdbaye hoy song
that are related to the pleasant memories of the anqut’at’as holiday. I have always loved to listen
to and to sing this jubilant tune back during my childhood and early youth. Despite the sad text
messages, no one seemed to be in a sad mood. Girls sing this song with great joy beating the drum,
clapping hands and moving their bodies to the beat. Referring to the role of music in songs, Nketia
(1974: 205) once again remarks that “....the music defines or expresses the general character of the
occasion or the spirit of the performance. Hence, the musical function of ... songs and consequently
its form of expression would be maintained even where the texts contain nonsense syllables, archaic
words, difficult allusions....” or even gloomy song parts as in the case of abdbaye hoy that do not
rejoice the event. For that reason, I doubt whether the young girls who sing abébaye hoy might

be aware of the negative lyrical content. Blacking, who conducted intensive fieldworks on Venda
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children’s songs (South Africa), asked his young interview partners about the meaning of what they
were singing of which the answers were mostly negative. Although he “spent much time questioning
old people about obscurities in the texts”’, none of them were able to answer the questions to his full

“«

satisfaction and expectation, rather “....most of them said that they remembered singing the same
words when they were children” (Blacking 1967: 34). With regard to abdbaye hoy, 1 discussed the
issue with several people, namely those who used to actively participate in the singing (throughout
their childhood) and those who only used to listen to it or to watch it as an audience. Nearly all of
them told me that they paid less or no attention to the negative lyrical contents™.

Let us now take a look at selected parts of the abdbaye hoy song’s lyric. The first example refers
to song part 2, table 2d. The verse lines narrate the plan of erecting a house. It is obvious that the
sunny season is the most suitable time of the year to build houses, mainly in agrarian societies of rural
Ethiopia. So, here, the lyric recounts the New Year and the beautiful season it brings with it. Getahun
and Kassu (2014: 153) argue about the two verse lines sung by the awrag represented in table 2c: 0
T8CE oo (Ve - Wit (06 (T hdhé = ‘My friends stand in a row - until I collect wood to build

a house’ indicates the scarcity of dry wood during the rainy season. But, since the New Year has

now dawned along with the bright season, it is easier to find dry wood and erect a house. So far so
good, but the subsequent verse lines III - XI seem to terminate one’s dream of the New Year and the
promising season. The message becomes confusing. Following this, lines III - IV narrate: AThP7 (LS
PATI° ATC - ARE AL¢-Av- Pl ASTC . let alone a house, I don’t even have a fence - I will spend the

night outdoors counting stars’ completely dismiss the confidence of erecting a house. The person (in
this case, a girl may be imagined) seems to be incapable to make his wish a reality perhaps due to
deprivation (?). So, based on the content, one would understand that the only option left is spending
the night outdoors and killing time by counting stars on the one hand. On the other hand, it signifies
the best season of the year during which one can spend the night outdoors enjoying the fresh air and
the exquisiteness of the sky with its flickering stars. Therefore, presumably the only sense making
message here refers to the seasonal change: from darkness to brightness (from bad to good or from
a gloomy to a joyful situation). This fact transports pleasure and hope for better days to come. Worke

‘

(2016) interprets this content as follows: “...I dont possess a house, not even a small area which 1
would call mine. And yet I wouldn't mind to stay outdoors, in the open air of the night, counting the
stars, because the rainy season is over, it is not cold any longer. The New Year has dawned”. Contrary
to this optimistic interpretation, other interview partners understood the content as if the verse lines
express the exasperation of the person. This despair specifically continues in verse lines V-VI that

recount “the evil” stepmother in whose household the “girl” is living and the inconvenient conditions

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that may presumably take place™.

The subsequent verse lines of table 2e VII - IX narrate a more distressed incident of physical
abuse. Subsequently, the “girl” described in the text offers this person, who is probably a member of
the household, food she prepared (verse line VII), but he responds with violence by hitting her (verse
lines VIII-IX). The ‘girl’s’ burdens reach the climax in lines X-XI in which she pleads to go find her
biological mother who would rescue and release her from her misery. But if her mother should not be
found, the girl requests to bring at least a personal item of her mom, namely her belt (called mdgdndit
at), about 3 M long traditional belt made of woven cotton with which women twist their waist.
This is a message that adds more sorrow to the already miserable and depressed condition under
which the “girl” is suffering.

The next example turns to table 4, song part 4, verse lines Il and V. In the Amhara tradition, the
words &k AT / ote abdbas meaning ‘my precious sister’ are used as a pet name (term of endearment)
for an elder sister. So by calling her afe abdbas, her siblings including younger cousins and relatives
owe her respect. This refers to verse lines III and V lines &% AQT AT nCo7 - PAT Y&TF (AN,

0T “She [ate abibas] used to call me ‘aote abdbas, but she left me in the darkest month, Hamle’" .

Their content should be understood from the viewpoint of afe abdbas who is now saddened and/or
disillusioned for being left with her misery.

In the past 10 to 15 years new lyrics have been added to the already existing abdbaye hoy song.
Could they have been created as a substitute for the gloomy contents that hardly represent the joyful
New Year feast as has been deliberated above?

The new lyrics refer to both secular and spiritual renditions. The spiritual lyrics narrate details
derived from the biblical history, for instance, Noah’s flood story or about the Virgin Mary and her son
Jesus Christ etc. Worldly lyrics, on the other hand, focus on good wishes for Ethiopia and its peoples,
on the beautiful landscape and on the plentiful holiday-related activities.

The lyric in table 7 may, for instance, either be sung in addition to or in place of the earlier lyric
given in table 4 (both lyrics belong to song part 4). So, contrary to the previous unhappy message
about sister ate abdbas, the new lyric recounts the approaching bright season wishing peace and
prosperity for the country and its people. In the lyric of table 8 (song part 5), best wishes are expressed

for Ethiopia as a country and its peoples as well as prosperity and wealth for the coming year™.

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Other new lyrics used in the abdbaye hoy song also consider folk tales of the Queen of Sheba
that has already been deliberated earlier in relation with the historical background of anqut’at’as
holiday that starts with the legend of the queen’s journey to Israel up to the day of her return to her
home country, Ethiopia.

The spiritual text of the different abdbaye hoy song parts are presented in tables 9 — 14 following
the sequence in which they are often performed. Some few verse lines that have already been
demonstrated in tables 1 — 8 occur here as well (see bold highlighted verse lines in tables 9, 12 and
13). Here, note must be made that unlike the secular rendition of the song, the sacred lyric is narrative
reciting the approaching New Year in accordance with the biblical history (the repetitions of the
lyric ®? 1A% a7 ¥ 107 We are coming cheerfully to visit you in verse lines I, II, IV, VI, VIIL... etc.
highlighted in grey (for comparison; see also table 1).

Summary

Since it is part and parcel of community’s daily life, music should not be investigated separated
from its social and cultural setting. In Ethiopia, public, national or regional holidays take place
throughout the year and they are largely rejoiced by masses of peoples, family circles, friends and
acquaintances that give due attention to the traditional, cultural and religious aspects and values.
Holidays are additionally very special moments during which various types of musical activities are
observed; in which often groups of people participate without restriction in age or gender.

A number of Ethiopian holidays possess deeply-anchored religious backgrounds. These holidays
and their unique cultural, traditional and religious perceptions have ever since been transmitted
orally from one generation to the next. Despite changes that may have influenced the socio-cultural,
socio-economic and political landscapes, the major components of holidays in Ethiopia have largely
remained unchanged. Apart from the abovementioned resources, the traditional music repertoire that
is/are directly associated with the one or the other holiday, display quite a lot of impressive sceneries
not only in terms of their entertaining nature, but also in the message they embrace in their lyrics
accordingly.

Converging on the Amhara tradition, this study has portrayed how anqut’at’as is celebrated and
what kind of music is performed. The song abdbaye hoy, a symbolic Amharic song inseparably related
with anqut’at’as, was selected for detailed analysis. Mention must be made that Ethiopia is a country
consisting of more than 80 different ethnic communities who practice different cultures, customs,
traditions, languages, mentalities as well as their own learned and adapted musical behaviours.
Accordingly, different societies representing the various regions of Ethiopia celebrate New Year
following their own orally transmitted cultures. Based on shared languages, religion and traditions,
Ethiopian communities may reflect similarities in terms of activities linked to New Year’s ceremonies.

But there are also distinctive variations observed as to how the New Year is celebrated and what kind
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of music is performed. That is why it has been very significant to select a specific area of research (in
this case the Amhara), in order to avoid unnecessary misinterpretations and misconceptions.

As has been conversed so far, anqut’at’as is a time for social interaction. It is a special day on
which families come together to spend quality time, share their love, have fun, dine, drink, chat and
make music mostly for communal entertainment. In the so far made discussion emphasis has been
given to the musical as well as the lyrical message (both secular and spiritual) and their peculiarities
including lyrics that have been added in relatively recent periods to the already existing abdbaye hoy
song’s melody. Like the abdbaye hoy tune, many songs particularly related with a specific holiday,
require in-depth studies that should include all circumstances associated with it. This distinct song is a
representation of joy and celebration, a symbol of togetherness, family love; it is furthermore a period
related with a bright season that brings hope and contentment, cheerfulness and delight. Regarding
anqut’at’as and various other holiday music in Ethiopia, there are still lots of investigations to

accomplish, i.e. studying, discussing, analysing, documenting, preserving and disseminating.
